Weiner Race Rules

General Manners

· All dogs must remain on leash when not racing.

· Aggressive dogs will be removed from race.

· Owners are required to clean up after their dogs.

· Dogs should be on best behavior (no fighting or biting).

· Owners are responsible for their dogs.

· No selling of dogs or puppies on premises.

· For fairness, Only dachshunds will be permitted to race. The staff of DRBC reserves the right to disqualify any dog that does not conform to breed standards. Mixed breeds do not qualify.  

· No alcohol or drugs on site. 

· This is a family event. All are encouraged to have fun. 

Medical or Veterinary

· All dogs entered need to have a vaccination certificate from their vet in order to race. Current tags are not acceptable. Certificates must accompany registration form. Vaccination certificate must state that the breed is a dachshund. 

· Females in heat will not be admitted under any circumstances for safety of the dogs and the humans.

· All dogs participating must be in good health.  Animals deemed at risk for IVDD, those that are obese or deemed unhealthy will be disqualified.  

Registration

· Registration fees are non refundable 

· Registration is limited therefore, pre-registration is highly encouraged. There is no guarantee that there will be a space open in any heat if you wait until race day to register. 

· Registration fee is 20 dollars. Cash or check made payable to DRBC is accepted.  Payment can also be made through our website at http://www.doxierescue.com/Sommerfest_Wiener_Races.html.

· Owners must sign a release of liability/photo release prior to race. 

The Race

· Check-in for pre-register dogs is required at least 40 minutes prior to the heat.  All pre-registered participants will receive a notification via email stating the heat and tentative time for the race assigned.

· On site registration participants must register and check in 45 minutes prior to the start of any requested event.

· Only dogs entered in the heat will have access to the race track.

· Two handlers are required for each dog-one to release and one to catch. If you need someone to assist you, you can ask a crowd member to assist. 

· You may bring your dogs favorite toy for handler to use at the finish line to attract dog’s attention. Toy is not to exceed 8 inches.  There will be no throwing of balls down the racing lanes. 

· No food (human or dog) allowed inside race track

· Officials rulings are final. 

· Puppy and adult races will be 35 feet in length, Seniors and cart races will be 20 feet in length. 

· Races will be run in heats. Number of heats will be determined by volume of entrants. 

· Absolutely NO throwing or dropping of dogs on race tracks. 
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
